Here’s a good reason for the artwork:  Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED) is a multi-disciplinary approach to crime prevention that uses urban and architectural design and the management of built and natural environments.
CPTED strategies aim to reduce victimization, deter offender decisions that precede criminal acts, and build a sense of community among inhabitants so they can gain territorial control of areas, reduce crime, and minimize fear of crime.
Here’s another reason – both the conference and the art work are acts of community engagement. The public needs to be involved in the decision making process for a new piece of art. Decisions need to be made about where, how, dimensions, etc.
Cleveland Peace Action is a primary partner – there is already a search committee set up for the speaker. They will make available some financial resources to cover what this grant cannot cover.

Cleveland Peace Action is a convergence of people committed to ending violence and promoting justice, through education, advocacy and action. Our current priorities include:
