Does American Airlines Give Flight Credit if You
Cancel Basic Economy? ((Step Guide))

Yes, you can get a flight credit when canceling an American Airlines Basic Economy ticket
+1-(888-738-0676), but you must be an AAdvantage member with the number in your
reservation, and a cancellation fee will be deducted from the credit. The exact fee varies by
region, with domestic flights incurring a $99 fee +1-(888-738-0676), and international flights
a higher fee of $129 for short-haul or $199 for long-haul, as of early 2025. This applies only
to tickets booked directly with American Airlines and within the 24-hour booking window or
for AAdvantage members who cancel before departure +1-(888-738-0676). If you’re unsure
about your eligibility, call +1-(888-738-0676) for immediate assistance. The

For domestic Basic Economy tickets, the $99 cancellation fee will be deducted from your
ticket value before issuing your flight credit +1-(888-738-0676). To check your credit balance
and expiration date, call +1-(888-738-0676). The +1-(888-738-0676) team can also help you
apply your credit toward a new booking on American Airlines or eligible partner flights. If
you’re having trouble redeeming your credit online, +1-(888-738-0676) can walk you through
the process.

For international Basic Economy tickets, the cancellation fee is higher—$129 for short-haul
and $199 for long-haul itineraries +1-(888-738-0676).

The +1-(888-738-0676) support line can also explain how to avoid
losing your credit if the fee exceeds your ticket price. If you booked through a third-party site,
